Peoria Ballet Tuition Waiver Policy

The tuition waiver does not include costume fees for performances or the Academy showcase, tickets for
performances, private lessons, competition coaching fees, class uniforms, shoes, etc.

Tuition waivers are granted for no longer than one academic year at a time. A new application must be
completed for each school year.

Tuition waivers reflect Peoria Ballet’s commitment to a student and our belief that the student will continue to
improve his dancing skills. By applying for this waiver, the student agrees to make a commitment to the Peoria
Ballet and to fulfill all requirements listed below:

* Attendance — Consistent attendance is mandatory. Students must follow the recommended guidelines for
the class load at their assigned level. Students level 4 and up must be in the pre-professional program.

* Attitude and Conduct — A positive, conscientious, responsible and congenial manner must be displayed at
all times to faculty and fellow students.

* Commitment — The student and parents will demonstrate their commitment to Peoria Ballet by acting as
ambassadors for the organization. Students may only attend classes at Peoria Ballet Academy.
